* This year we have nine of the finest Bed and Break-
fast establishments in the area participating in the
tour, so be ready to spend some time at each getting

to know the history of the place, the decorations and '

the warm atmosphere that the hosts always produce
for us. Maps to the sites are a part of the ticket.
These B&B's were once private homes, boarding
houses, and one was previously a casino & upscale
bordello! The Cheyenne Canon Inn was built in
1921. It was once the "Dixieland" casino and an up-
scale bordello! If walls could only talk, what might
be whispered to you as you walk her halls and share
her spectacular views. Room at the Inn was built in
1896 and is a wonderful example of a Queen Anne
Victorian. During the restoration efforts, an original
mural was found in the entry hall and lovingly re-
stored. Holden House 1902 Bed & Breakfast Inn
opened in 1986 as the first Westside B&B. The
house was built in 1902 by Isabel Holden, widow of
a wealthy Colorado Springs businessman. While the
inn has seen a few changes since its inception, com-

fort, hospitality, family heirlooms and attention to
detail distinguish Sallie & Welling Clark’s restora-
tion efforts. In 1985 the house was the talk of the
neighborhood while it was hoisted up to rebuild the
foundation. The Clarks started with the main
house and expanded into the carriage house, and
then the adjacent rose Victorian to include five
suites with fireplaces and oversized tubs. But
Sallie claims that they’ve stopped expanding to
more homes as her husband Welling has said “no”
to hanging more than the thousands of white lights
they currently display at Christmastime. The B&B
has been the recipient of many awards and media
coverage over their 20 years of business.

Home baked refreshments will be available at the
Center from 2 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. so be sure and stop
by where there will be door prize drawings. One
of the fabulous door prizes will be a stay at one of
the B&B on this year’s tour. Advance tickets are
$10 and $15 on the day of the tour so get your ad-
vance tickets soon.

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Treasurer’s Report

October saw $510 income from renewed and new
memberships, 18 Individual and 6 Family. And $300 for two
lifetime memberships.

Our display room Cash Box took in $115 in donations
froin September and October.

As noted in the last newsletter, together with donations
for our traveling speakers and revenues from the Taste of Old
Colorado, as well as advanced payment for December rental of
our space for a Christinas Party we took in a total of $1,712.60
in October.

Our expenses included the usual Insurance ($111.40),
Telephone ($30.13), Security Alarms ($42), Utilities ($121.05)
and Copier lease ($144.49 with $70 additional for copier ink)

One of our Board nmiembers routinely and generously
buys all the paper we use for our monthly Newsletter. This does
not show up as an expense.

Postage for our newsletter, plus our annual Postal Per-
mit renewal came to $260 in October.

Together with our annual Convention and Visitor's
Bureau membership, our October costs were $882. So we
gained $831 over costs for the month.

We owe Kasten Accounting $625 for her doing our
2005 Federal and State Tax returns, while also serutinizing our
financtal records for that year, and giving us detailed reports on
all our income and expenditures for the year.

Our end of vear balance looks a little more favorable,
as the licensing of Photographs found on our web site in Octo-
ber, by two outside agencies — Canadian Broadcasting Com-
pany and the Golden Cycle Development will bring in a net of
$420 more than we projected.

As everyone knows, the increase in Federal interest
rates has slowed, staying below 6%. So we can expect no more
than an cstimated $4,750 carned interest from our variable rate
Endowment CD, and T-1 bill account by the end of the year.
But that is far better than what we were getting from just our
pitiful savings accounts interest we were stuck with in early
2005.

Your Board will probably be able to increase the
amount in our fixed *untouchable’ $80,000 Endowment by
more than the $2,280 from 2006 Memorial donations and Life-
time memberships we are obligated to do. by the end of the
year.

In 1861 Henry Sibley with the blessing of Jef-
ferson Davis had an audacious scheme to raise a
3000-man brigade, invade New Mexico from Texas,
and eventually move into Colorado to capture the
gold and silver mines to supplement the dwindling
Confederate coffers. Come hear about the events
leading up to a group of rag-tag Coloradoans gather-
ing in present Old Colorado City, marching 400 miles
to La Glorieta Pass outside of Santa Fe, and turning
back Sibley’s brigade.
